_	Department of Transportation & Communication (DOTC) is now preparing guidelines for the operationalizaiton of Ro-Ro service between
Indonesia and Philippines.  However, primary concern of this project is the law in the Philippines that only allow left-hand drive vehicle on the road, which means that if  this will be realized, the vehicle that must be used must have double steering, which will convert right hand drive vehicle to left-hand drive.

3. Current Issues/Problems of the Industry

3.1 In the absence of a regulating body for carriers, carriers are taking the liberty of imposing charges such as:

· CIC    (Container Imbalance Charge)
· Container Deposit
· Seal Fee
· Container cleaning fee
· Late B/L pick up fee

3.2 Unregulated import destination charges due to the rebates demanded by agents consigning consol container to Philippine forwarders.  These includes Jakarta, Malaysia, Bangkok, China, Singapore and Hongkong.  This affects the import trades in the Philipines, since most importers have to pay higher charges and can no longer compete in the market.

4. What help is needed from AFFA?
· To come up with a committee represented by individual country, this committee will be responsible in dealing with each individual country’s industry concern
· This Committee can set up separate semi-annual or annual meetings, just to discuss and resolve issues affecting each individual country’s concern



· AFFA to establish relationship with other international association, who can support and help in addressing industry concerns
