MYANMAR COUNTRY REPORT
Background
Myanmar is AREA: 676,577 sq km and total population as 58 millions growth rat is 2.21%. Country GDP in ( 2008-09) is 23,336 kyat billion and growth rate is 10.1% and 405,817kyats/capital GDP. Major export item is Natural Gas, Beans and pulses, Forest products, Garment and fishery products. Major export country is Thailand, India, China, Hong Kong and Singapore. Total export value is USD 7587 million and  Total import value is USD 4181 million in (2009-2010). Major import item is Machinery, refined mineral oils, edible vegetable oils, base metals, Electrical machinery etc; Major import countries are China, Singapore, Thailand, Indonesia and South Korea.  Total Foreign direct investment is USD 31.9 Billion in July/2010) and USD 9568 million is from Thailand.
Myanmar’s foreign trade is mainly with Asian countries and more than 70% of total export and 90% is comes from this region. Myanmar is one of the agricultural products such as rice & rice product, pulses, maize, raw rubber, marine products, timber, base metal and ores precious and semi-precious minerals and other primary products export and imports largely of manufactured gods and capital goods. 

Myanmar Border Trade Policy

The policy of the government is to further develop and strengthen the bilateral trade relation with the five neighboring countries as Bangladesh, China, Laos, India and Thailand using border trade as a mechanism for trade expansion.  Border trade can get country’s economy growth and contribute to the national GDP. Geographically, Myanmar is a gateway to the east, north, and west and can be central hub for exchange of goods and services and technology.Myanmar has urged the public and private entrepreneurs to import commodities that will contribute to infra-structural development and production sectors along border trade.

Foreign Investment Law in Myanmar

Myanmar Foreign Investment Law was promulgated in NOV 1988 and leading sectors is Oil and Gas manufacturing, hotel and tourism, real estate and mining sectors. Foreign investor can setup  their business either in the form of 100% wholly owned and joint venture the minimum share of the foreign is 35% of the total equity capital. USD 500,000 for manufacturing and USD 300,000 for service company is minimum capital for wholly own foreign investor. Currently rule out exemption and reliefs on Myanmar foreign investment Law.

Special Economic Zone Law was introduced in January, 2011 at three area zones at Sittwe, Kyaukphyu and Dawei. It will include high tech industrial zones with information and telecommunications technologies.  It can be used export processing zones, port area zones, logistics and transportations zones and research and development zones, business service zones and sub- trading zones.

Mineral Policy

To fulfill the growing domestics needs  and to increase foreign exchange earnings. To invite participation in terms  of technical know-how and investment from sources within the country and aboard.

Operation and Management of the Myanmar Crude Oil Pipe Line Project was sign Memorandum of Understanding ( MOU ) between Ministry of Energy of the Republic of Union of Myanmar and China National Petroleum Corporation of China. Develop Kyaukpyu Deep Sea Port will help for short trade transportation.
SME Development programs  in GMS countries
Myanmar government promulgated he Union of Myanmar Cottage industries Law and formed the committee for industrial development to gain industrialization process. 

Developments of Deep Seaport and other ports in Myanmar

Myanmar Port Authority is taking initiatives to improve the Yangon River access channel. All ports in Myanmar including Yangon port are river ports. According market oriented economy our country required more deep sea ports to accommodate larger vessels. Therefore MPA is planning to develop Kyaukpyu Deep Sea Port and Dawei Deep Sea port. Also  develop Oil and Gas Terminal at Kyaukpyu Deep Sea commercial port. Planning to development of Industrial Estate & Road & Rail Link to Thailand.
